7 PanelForm Anyone who's renovated or 
built a house knows how horrendously 

expensive it is and how many things can go 
wrong in the early construction stages. 
Queensland builder Paul Blazevic has come up 
with a way to make it a little less expensive and 
environmentally friendly with his invention, 
PanelForm. It's a click-together building 
system made ofrecycled plastic that fits 
together to form a piece ofwall. It replaces the 
conventional timber and plywood formwork, 
which has to be custom-measured and built for 
eachjob. PanelForm needs only a couple of 
steel rods to reinforce it. Then you can fill it 
with concrete, sand or whatever internal 
material you prefer. It provides a sturdy 
support for concrete that won't buckle or bend 
and it's waterproof, too. Best ofall, Blazevic 

reckons it can save up to 60 per cent on

8 Tube Terminator Theymaybe more
 
energyefficient than incandescent bullis,
 

but fluorescent lightbullis contain toxic
 
substances that can do terrible damage to the
 
environment ifthey're not properly disposed of.
 
And with less than 20 per cent offluorescent
 
bullis being recycled inAustralia, that's a lot of
 
bullis being crushed in landfill and letting nasties
 
such as mercury into the environment and,
 
potentially, our food chain. Engineer Karl
 
Lapinskas has come up with a clever and safe
 
method ofrecycling and disposing offluorescent
 
bullis, including the new energy-efficient
 
compact fluorescent bullis. It's a compact
 
container that slots into a modified wheelie bin.
 
Youjustpop the bullis in the top and the unit
 
de-pressurises them and collects the mercury
 
vapour in a carbon filter. Then it pulverises the
 
glass into a smooth, granular form.
 

While the price puts the Tube Terminator 
out of reach ofmost households, Lapinskas 
hopes the units will be used commercially and 
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
